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The Federal Government will look at
introducing a code of conduct that would
require magazines to tell readers when
photographs have been digitally aitered.

The Youth Minister, Kate Elis, says while the
code would be voluntary, the Government
will work with the fashion and advertising
industries to develop it.

She says body image is one of the biggest
concems among young people, and children  Skinny trend: M Els says the cods is about
s young as six are being diagnosed with e
anorexia.

“It talks about disclosing when images are being altered so that kids aren't aspiring to look
like models that don't look like that in real ife anyway,” she said.

“It's about transparency in the media, but also promoting health, promoting healthy body
images and saying healthy is beautiful.

Ms Elis says the Government wants to find ways to better promote healthy body image to
children.

“We need to work with the industries. We need to have them on board and we need them to
recognise the importance of making sure that we're sending out positive messages,” she said.

“So that's on the reasons why we want to work with them, we want to make sure they come
on board voluntarily and that we can all work for the benefit of Australian kids."
